     As storm water • ows o• er dri• eways, lawns, and sidewalks, 
it picks up debris, chemicals, dirt, and other pollutants. Storm 
water can • ow into a storm sewer system or directly to a lake, 
stream, ri• er, wetland, or coastal water.
       By practicing healthy household habits, homeowners 
can keep common pollutants like pesticides, pet waste, grass 
clippings, and automoti• e • uids off the ground and out of storm 
water. Adopt these healthy household habits and help protect 
lakes, streams, ri• ers, wetlands, and coastal waters. 

Healthy Household Habits for Clean Water

Vehicles and Garage
1.Use a commercial car wash or wash your car on a lawn or 
other unpa• ed surface to minimize the amount of dirty, soapy 
water • owing into the storm drain and e• entually  into your 
local water body.
2. Check your • ehicles for leaks and spills, repair as soon as 
possible. Clean up spilled • uids with an absorbent material like 
kitty litter or sand, and don’t rinse the spills into a nearby storm 
drain.
3. Recycle used oil and other automoti• e • uids at participating 
ser• ice stations. Don’t dump these chemicals down the storm 
drain or in your trash.

Lawn and Garden
1. Use pesticides and fertilizers sparingly.
2. Select nati• e plants and grasses that are drought and pest 
resistant.
3. Sweep up yard debris, rather than hosing down areas.
4. Don’t o• erwater your lawn. Water during the cool times of 
the day, and don’t let water run off into the storm drain.
5. Vegetate bare spots in your yard to pre• ent erosion.

Home Repair and Improvement 
1. Before beginning an outdoor project, locate the nearest storm 
drains and protect them from debris and other materials.
2. Sweep up and properly dispose of construction debris such 
as concrete and mortar.
3. Use hazardous substances like paints, sol• ents, and cleaners 
in the smallest amounts possible, and follow the directions on 
the label. Clean up spills immediately.
4. Clean paint brushes in the sink not outdoors. 
5. Reduce the amount of pa• ed area and increase the amount of 
• egetated area in your yard. 

Pet Care
1. When walking your pet remember to pick up the waste and 
dispose of it properly.
